AM10/01 To receive apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Councillors J Blevins (work commitments), C Eatough (family commitments) 

Resolved:
Apologies are accepted. 
AM10/02 To receive a statement from the Mayor – The Chairman presented his report, he said that that three events and functions had especially stood out during his year in office. 
1) The homecoming parade for 10th field squadron – which reinforced the Town Council’s relationship with RAF Leeming and overwhelming support of the Towns people who demonstrated their support of the troops returning from Afghanistan. 
2) The opening of the Insight Base – this was brought to the attention of Councillor Hall when he was first Mayor 7 years ago following the receipt of a letter from children at the Allertonshire requesting somewhere for young persons to go and meet.  With partnership working this has now been achieved and involved various organisations, to name a few; NYCC, Town Council, Northallerton Villages Forum, HDC and the Voluntary Sector 

3) The Gang Show  - It reflected how much work is done with the Scouts and Guides in this area , there was a real inclusion of young people up on the stage at the Forum, where the show was written and produced by the scouts.

The Chairman went on to say that during his time as Mayor there has been conflict with car parking charges and as a result of these charges there have been displacement issues.
There have also been resource issues with the increased workload at the Town Council and this is work in progress.  Other matters of contention have been the Town Square Enhancement scheme, the Bullamoor Wind Farm and the York Trailers site.  The Mayors Charity has helped to sponsor 16 young people up climb Everest and hosted a ‘Been There, Done That, Got The Tee-Shirt’ dinner last year to help raise funds.  The main charity this year has been the Dales School’s Lightbulb Project, whose aim was to provide sensory facilities for those with severe learning difficulties.  
Councillor Hall thanked fellow Town councillors, the staff, and all the people who supported the Mayors charity during this time in office, especially his wife Janet.
The Chairman expressed congratulations to Councillor Coulson for being nominated Honorary Citizen for 2009/10.

a) The Chairman of the Amenities Committee commented on the various funding applications that have been made successful this year. 

i) The Green Festive Lighting Project – Allowing the majority of the current motifs to be replaced with that of LED fittings, therefore reducing energy costs and carbon emissions for the town.
ii) The Playbuilder funding for the Applegarth.  This funding is to be used towards an enhancement of the park in the Applegarth which will also be matched funded by the Town Council.  The playbuilder element relates specifically to the 8-13 year age range and it is intended this part of the project will be completed by winter 2010. 
Further works that have been undertaken this financial year is the upgrade of fencing at Bankhead Park and Bullamoor Park, following continuous vandalism of the wooden fencing in those areas. 
The Amenities Chairman also thanked the Clerk and the staff for all their hard work during the year and commented on the planting within the Town which looked exceptional.
b) The Chairman of the Town Hall Management presented his report and Business Plan.  It was explained that the report was three fold and included the commitment of the Town Council to:

i)

Improve the accessibility into the Town Hall building by installing a lift for persons with limited mobility. 
ii)
 To continue with the maintenance programme for the building, following the commissioning of a schedule of works, which has enable the Town Council to make better decisions and prioritise the works that need to be done.  However, being a listed building this brings additional constraints and problems too. 

iii) 
To maintain and improve the internal facilities of the town hall for the benefit all its users to encourage greater use of the town hall and increase annual income.
Recent works within the Town Hall have included the repair and refurbishment of the Lower and Upper Hall flooring, new curtains in the Lower Hall and the redecoration of the Wake room and Clerks office.  The priorities this year is the installation a lift.  Project costs are awaited and initial enquiries have been made into grant aid.  However, things haven’t been progressing as fast as we would have hoped; but the Clerk and the Town Hall Chairman have arranged a meeting with the architect to evaluate the progress and timescales.  
a) The Vice Chairman of the Northallerton and Romanby Joint Burial Board (NRJBC) gave the apologies of the JBC Chairman and stated there have been serious problems with the Cemetery Lodge and commented on the serious opposition from the public following proposals the Lodge may be demolished.  He went on to say
i) A schedule of works has now been drawn together to renovate the Lodge its former appearance.  This year the roof has been replaced, and the next course of action is to look at the damp proofing and the kitchen.  
ii) The purchase of plots has shown an increase this year.  
iii) The Cemetery gates were unfortunately demolished after being hit by a car and re-instatement is being undertaken by specialists, work is due to start shortly.

Thanks were given to the Kay Lambert, the JBC Clerk and the members of the committee. 

AM10/04 To receive the interim financial reports to 31st March 2010 – Members were presented with the financial report and were informed this year had been financially good, with the Town Hall income exceeding expectations.
