TC/450 To receive the Police Report.  Sgt Wilson introduced Inspector Nigel Slater (who replaces Inspector Anderson) for Bedale and Northallerton Neighbourhoods team.  Sgt Wilson have three items to inform the council of;
a) Absent at the last TCM because of presence at the JAG meeting, thus dealing with the issues raised then in today’s meeting
· Parking outside Dales School and speeding through Morton-on-Swale

· Traffic flow at the bridge on the back road between Romanby and Yafforth 

· Parking on Romanby Green and suggestion that yellow lines at the roundabout should be extended 

· Youths drinking alcohol in the Ashlands Close area
b) Trinity Gardens Problem Solving Group regarding complaints about young people playing on the green. The group debated issues and potential solutions to the problem: those solutions raised were; increase planting of bushes and shrubs; introduce a fence/boundary of the grassed area; introduction of additional trees; and finally distributing questionnaires to the residents of the area.  The next meeting to discuss this is 2pm Monday 29th June at the Hambleton District Council Offices. The Council assert that the issue had already been discussed by the AC that there is no need for a fence, and that the trees need metal surrounds.
c) The Football Fesitval, 31st May Applegarth Park - thanks given to the TC for permission to use the park for the event, and proclaimed the police’s desire for it to become a regular feature.  TC affirmed their support to the police for all their hard work.
