TC/621 Apologies for absence were received from Councillor J Harvey and K Pullan.
TC/622 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council meeting held on Monday 18th October 2010 – The minutes were presented and questions invited.  


Resolved:  The minutes are accepted as an accurate record.
TC/623 To receive the Police Report – Sgt Wilson presented his report and the crime statistics for the month from 16 October to 15 November 2010.  He said that this time of year is one of the busiest with Mischief Night, Trick or Treat and Bonfire Night and there being only five incidents on Bonfire Night no incidents of disorder or damage.  Operation Bright has been part of the patrolling routine, an initiative to identify homes which may be vulnerable to burglary through being in darkness - A crime prevention pack is delivered to the home giving basic security advice, and includes a range of tips for home owners including advice about leaving lights on. Over three nights 64 packs were delivered throughout the town and this will continue in the run up to Christmas.  It is considered with minimal incidents that it has been a great success.  Concerns were expressed by Councillors about the timing of the delivery of the Operation Bright packs and the time they were finished being delivered. They were assured that the cut off time was 10 pm. Following the recent posters distributed to High Street shops about an individual being put on an ASBO for shoplifting – pleased to report that the individual has been sentenced to 5 months imprisonment following a theft and two breaches of his ASBO.  It ratifies the decision to distribute the posters locally.  

Congratulations were passed on to Sgt Wilson for the boxing which is taking place at the Forum.

Sgt Wilson was asked about the law in respect of setting off fireworks and he said that there are three dates in the calendar, Bonfire Night, New Years Eve and Chinese New Year, and not after 11 pm except on New Years Eve.  

TC/624 - Presentation by NYCC on Northallerton Service Centre Transportation Strategy – Phil Broome and Melissa Burnham made a presentation on behalf of NYCC and members were informed that if there is money available from Central Government the scheme may be implemented.  A formal consultation booklet will be issued to the Town Council and to Councillors which will explain the schemes.  Councillors will be invited to submit their views individually and the Town Council will be able to respond as well.  Councillors Hall and Blades declared a non pecuniary interest being County Councillors. Members asked questions about the number of parking spaces to be lost, and asked if other areas of the town had been looked at in respect of the buses.  Concern was raised about the loss of an important focal point in the town and an area that is utilised heavily for civic parades.  Questions were also asked about disability parking, the bad junction for access and egress and also whether the Showmens’ Guild had been consulted. All questions and concerns were noted by NYCC. 

Councillors were informed that 23 parking bays will be lost and the bus shelter would be moved later.  

In connection with the taxi area to the north of the Town Hall, Councillors were informed that 8 spaces will be lost.  Councillors expressed concerns about no parking for the Town Hall, the Farmers Market and disabled parking.  All concerns were noted by NYCC.
TC/625 - Presentation by Mark Haynes of HDC on the Rutson Hospital Development – Mr Haynes explained that the new centre will provide a source of meeting rooms for those from outside the area, supported youth housing, a café etc.  It is a combined scheme with a lot of stakeholders.  

Councillors asked when the planning application will be submitted to Hambleton District Council and were informed that it will depend on the PCT but probably after Christmas.

Councillor Hall said that he thought that the development was a fabulous opportunity for the town and it will accommodate a lot for the people.

THE MAYOR ADJOURNED THE MEETING FOR PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

TC/626 – Correspondence item 10/01/73/575
The Mayor said that in respect of correspondence item 10/01/73/575, Mr Carr had attended a previous meeting of the TC to request help from the Town Council in organising a Wartime Weekend, in the Town on 18th and 19th June 2011.  Mr Carr gave details of the 2010 event which had been successful and had raised £1700.  It is hoped that in 2011 the event will spread into the town, with entertainment outside the Town Hall and a Veterans March through the town.  The following are areas are where support is required:

1. A letter of support from Northallerton Town Council 

2. Use of the Town Hall 
3. If there is an element of funding available from the Town Council

Mr Carr was informed that there may be an opportunity for funding from the Town Council and the appropriate forms will be forwarded to him.  Councillor Blades said that on the weekend there may be bookings in the Town Hall.  Mr Carr said he had already enquired at the Office and the Upper Hall is available.  The Mayor said that the Town Council are happy to support the project and that a letter is sent to Mr Carr.  Also a request for free use of the Town Hall will have to go to the Town Hall Management Committee.
