TC/488 To receive apologies for absence – Apologies received from John Coulson (ill)

TC/489 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday, 19th October 2009.  The Mayor presented the minutes of the last meeting and informed members that the Honorary Citizen for 2009 was to be John Coulson who had been informed and had accepted the accolade.  Questions relating to the minutes were invited.  Councillor Pullan requested a correction to TC/478 as he was not in attendance at the meeting.
Members were informed that requested estimates from burial board had been received and would be presented at the next F&GP meeting.

TC/490 To receive the Police Report - Sgt. Wilson presented his report and detailed the various events that the police have organised and taken part since the last meeting, which were as follows:
i) The Games Fest at Northallerton College on the 30/31st October

ii) Fireworks/Bonfire night 

ii) A Media article produced by 4Youth

Members were informed that the antisocial behaviour and other related problems over the Mischief night and functions above were nil – other than one young person who was drunk and disorderly at the Fireworks/Bonfire Night.   
The graffiti enquiry now is completed.  They identified and interviewed 27 offenders and received 73 admissions and detected 18 crimes.  Restorative work has begun, with the Allertonshire School, painting out the graffiti, and another event is planned early in the New Year at the Mencap centre and at other locations which have been defaced, so that the other offenders can complete their work.  
North Yorkshire Police are looking at having a problem solving group to discuss the long term solutions to address the issues of alcohol related violence and anti-social behaviour in the town centre.  This will involve a consultation with the licensees, public, visitors, and local businesses.  Also there will be mobile display vehicle displaying short video messages about the dangers of excessive alcohol consumption and drink driving. 
The crime figures for the month of October are as follows

Violence – 14

Thefts – 22 (2 person, 8 shop, 2 cycles and 10 other)

Stolen motor vehicles - 2
Auto crime offences - 3
Damage 37, 20 vehicles – 5 buildings and 12 other

Against last months figures 130 crimes there are 91 this month and thus a decrease

Councillor Hall expressed his thanks to the police for their good work.  Thanks were also raised to the Fire Brigade for an excellent Fireworks/Bonfire display.
Questions were invited to the Police:

Councillor Prest has received many complaints about parking on the roundabout at Mill Lane (near the Station Hotel) Sgt Wilson informed members 4 parking tickets had been issued.

TC/492 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the recent Committee Meetings:

i) Town Hall Management, 2nd November 2009 - Councillor Anderson presented the minutes and invited questions:

Councillor Blades informed members that he had attended a funding fair on the 3rd November and discussed a possible grant for a disabled lift with Yorventure, they are interested in helping, but need a 10% donation from a third party. 

Councillor Anderson – suggested and access audit is undertaken by a suitably qualified person and not specifically an occupational therapist.

i) Amenities Committee, 9th November 2009 – Councillor Blades presented the minutes and informed members that a press release relating to the Town Square had be sent out today by Hambleton District Council.  Members were also informed that the Play Builder grant application had been successful the Town Council had be allocated £49,000 towards the Applegarth project which was to be match funded by the Council.
Councillor Dobson stated that certain things were missed from the minutes; the Clerk stated that these points had been discussed with the grounds team and were matters arising from the last meeting.  The points in question were: 
i) A seat has been turned round in the Applegarth 
ii) ii) Church Green – lime tree overhanging the path, and beech trees need cutting back.  Members were informed that this was detailed on the tree survey – but was not raised as a priority.
iii) Uneven surfaces to North side of the Town Hall, markings of surfaces still not undertaken by NYCC.  – Members were informed that two letters had already been sent in this regard and notification had been received that they would be starting work on this area, which had been forwarded on to all members  

TC/493 To receive the Mayors statement and report of functions attended since the last meeting of the Town Council.  The Mayor presented his report: 
26th October, the Childrens Services & Special Care Baby Unit at the Friarage had be reinstated. 
Bonfire Night – was the best one that there has been, and wanted to thank – Fire and Rescue, Police, St Johns Ambulance.  The Town Council, Romanby Council and Simon Bailes had all provided sponsorship towards it.

Remembrance Sunday was a special day.  It was the first year to come back into the Town Hall; and believed that it worked well.  Councillor Hall asserted that the Town Council must think about funding this day as an annual event and building its costs into the budget, will be taken to F&GP.
Captain Bill Gibson, will be coming along to Santa Night and switching on the lights.
