TC/513 - To receive apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Councillor Harvey (family commitments), Councillor Prest (sickness), Eatough (sickness)

TC/514 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday, 14th December 2009 and discuss matters arising thereof:  TC/503 -Councillor Coulson asked whether the Clerk had received an answer in regard to Councillor Harvey’s query re enforcement of disbursement parking.  The Clerk informed members that none have been received.  Councillor Hall stated that parking is being reviewed at the May North Yorkshire County Council Meeting.



RESOLVED:
The minutes are received as an accurate record.

TC/515 To receive the Police Report – Inspector Slater gave apologies for Sgt. Wilson who was unable to attend and proceeded to inform members of the crime stats for December.  Members were informed December had been a very good month and crime in the Town had fallen by 15%.  Overall the crime in the Hambleton area had reduced by 31% on the last month. Crime figures were as follows:

Burglary Dwellings -2

Burglary - Others -5

Violence -27

Theft - 7

Auto Crimes -1 

Damage - 13

Drugs -1 

The priority area in the town is the Central Ward and the aim being to reduce violence, theft, criminal damage and antisocial behaviour.  Extra officers will have a presence in town on Wednesday’s to target problems in the market.  Auto crime has almost stopped with extra patrols.  Problem solving groups are in operation for issues with alcohol, in particular in the Elder Road vicinity and possibility of gating yards.  Violence and antisocial behaviour are the main targets at the moment.  
Sgt. Wilson has been dealing with highways with regard to parking issues and since the introduction of parking charges on the 12th October, North Yorkshire Police have issued 82 fixed penalty notices. 

Police Surgeries and the dates are on the North Yorkshire Police website.  

Questionnaires have been sent out to identify problems, some highlighted problems are; youths congregating on Hailstone Drive, anti-social behaviour on the Ashlands Estate, parking issues on Quaker Lane.  Overall there have been some very positive comments. 

Councillor Hall raised the successful role of the Neighbourhood Watch, and queried whether there are any plans to expand?  Inspector Slater said this would be welcome and encouraged but not guaranteed.
Councillor Coulson – questioned the gating of the ginnals as the majority are public rights of way?  Inspector Slater said this is just one of a number of options that are being considered.
Inspector Slater stated the police would like to crack down on buskers.  

RESOLVED:  Members wished to express their thanks for hard work undertaken by the police.
TC/516 To receive a presentation relating to BON – Mr Alan Shaw, Chairman of the Bienvenue Ormesson Committee was welcomed to the meeting and gave a presentation about the history and the role of the group.  Members were informed that that Town Council had been approached via North Yorkshire County Council in 1990 to be twinned with Ormesson which is a French market, predominantly rural town, situated 20 miles south/west of Paris.  A formal town twinning was agreed and a committee was set up to organise the twinning arrangements.  Alan Shaw (Chairman) and Lesley Shaw (Secretary) announced at the Annual Mtg. in October they wished to down from their formal roles and asked for volunteers - unfortunately nobody came forward.  A formal constitution has been drawn together and adopted by the group.  The group would like the Town Council to take the administrative role, as this has become vary onerous and much more formal.  An exchange is to take place to Ormesson this year around May bank holiday, dates yet to be confirmed and next year will be the hosting of guests to Northallerton from Ormesson.  The format of the Ormesson Council is much more comparable to that of the County Council and they have a department that deals specifically civic events and twinning arrangements. 
Councillor Rigby asked whether they were looking for staffing support.  Mr Shaw responded in the affirmative, in particular in an administrative capacity.  

Councillor Hall – Commented that the Town Council does have a duty to continue to maintain bonds with Ormesson.

RESOLVED:  A further meeting is organised with the Secretary, Treasurer and Chairman of the group and members of the Town Council to discuss the implications and workload for a decision to be taken at the F&GP meeting on the 1st March. 

TC/517 - To receive and adopt the Minutes of the recent Committee Meetings:

a) F&GP 11th January 2010 – the minutes were presented and questions invited.

i) FGP/168(ii) – Clarification was sought as to whether the donation to the British Legion includes free use of the hall.  The Clerk confirmed she had met with Mr Alderson of the British Legion and informed him of the offer of free use of the hall for British Legion activities and a £350 donation to spend as they felt fit.
ii) FGP/180 - Central Arcade - Councillor Coulson stated that this arcade it is privately owned, if it is it be done up, it should be done so by those who own it.  Councillor Anderson responded by saying that they didn’t resolve on any yard which was why the resolution was that Councillor Anderson would provide further information and then there would be further discussion.  An alternative project may be to use the grant towards the proposed lighting scheme.  Councillor Anderson commented that a decision had not been received from Yorkshire Forward until the 14th December.  The grant was made up of 10K from Yorkshire Forward, 4K from a Community Grant and a requirement for match funding of 6K from the Town Council.
RESOLVED:  Councillor Anderson furnish more information and an alternative project.
iii) FGP/179(ii) - Councillor Hall raised the proposal by Councillor Dobson to reform the planning working group – and the resolution agreeing to this.  Councillor Hall asked for other volunteers to be part of the group.  Councillor Blevins volunteered.

RESOLVED:
The working group members are Councillors, Blevins, Dobson, Forrest and Prest.
iv) FGP/179(i) – Councillor Dobson contested the phrasing of the minute. He took offence at the word ‘challenged’, and asserted that the problems that he had with the website were not all his own, indeed he said that they were other peoples concerns, not his own.  His comment related to one issue only which related to copyright regarding Mr Riordan.  
RESOLVED: The word ‘Challenged’ is reworded to ‘Asked’ and Councillor Dobson document a list of issues from the public.
TC/517 - To receive the Mayors statement and report of functions attended since the last meeting of the Town Council.

The Chairman informed members of the proposal for a ceremony on Thursday 25th March, to receive 120 young men who are returning from Afghanistan that have been seconded to RAF Leeming.  The plan will be to March through the town with a band, and then attend a church service, followed by a reception in the Town Hall for dignitaries.  Members discussed the road closures and the need to cause minimal disruption to the traffic flows.  The Clerk responded by confirming there will be staggered openings as the March progresses along the high street.

RESOLVED: All Councillors agreed that the Town Council should support the parade.
TC/518 - To receive correspondence as tabled, which the Mayor may wish to present to the Council.  The Chairman brought to the attention of members the tabled correspondence.  Members were informed of a second letter from Dr Severs and said these letters were now starting to get personal.  The Chairman asked members for their comments in order that a reply could be sent to Dr Severs, and stated that if members wished to discuss the second letter he would leave the room for the discussion to take place.  
10/01/55/363 – Ltr. received 04/01/10 from Dr Severs, copied to all members - questioning whether the response sent from the Clerk re his December correspondence was in fact correct.  Members were informed this letter had been acknowledged with an invitation to tonight’s meeting to listen to comments and ask questions, the invitation was declined.  Councillor Hall asked for comments in response to Dr Severs letters, Councillor Dobson commented to send a copy of the Town Square Enhancement report from Mark Haynes, as this would answer one point in his letter.  Members went on to discuss the Town Enhancement report, but made no further comment regarding Dr Severs Letters.  Councillor Hall asked again if there were any more comments on how we respond to Dr Severs letters – none were forthcoming.
RESOLVED: - Members unanimously agreed a copy of Mark Haynes report is sent to Dr Servers.
10/01/55/379 – Email from Mr Dant at Lewis and Coopers, they are proposing to reinstate a pancake race through the town on February 16th, and are asking for the Town Council’s backing.  The clerk asked members if they were happy for a special events insurance form to be completed on the Town Councils insurance as Mr Dant was hoping to get local businesses involved – and this is one reason in folded some years ago.  All organisational arrangements to be undertaken by Mr Dant.
RESOLVED:  
i) The Council are happy to support this event on the Applegarth.  The normal rules apply – to be left as found.  

ii) The Council will support a special events form for insurance cover on the basis there are the necessary risk assessments in place. 

09/01/55/365 – Ltr. NYCC Retention of Steel Container at Northallerton College.  Members were which had already been actioned.
RESOLVED:  Members have no objections to raise.
10/01/55/375 – NYCC, Severe weather and gritting - Councillor Coulson requested it is minuted that the way that the snow and ice was dealt with on the footpaths was not acceptable.  Members discussed this in more detailed and were informed that the Town Council Amenities team had undertaken some salting at Applegarth, Church Green, Bullamoor Park and around the Town Hall. ii) Civil ceremony – The Chairman suggested to members the consideration for funds to be ring fenced for civic occasions for e.g.  RAF Leeming

c) Members were informed of the Play Builder presentation commencing at 18:30 hrs in the Town Hall on 25 January, for those members interested in attending.
i) Town Hall

a) Following the recent submission of the plans for a lift in the Town Hall, it had met with refusal from Hambleton on the planning due the plans including the relocation of the Dutch canopy over the Jewellers shop.  Following discussion with between the Clerk and the tenant a new application has been submitted omitting the canopy.

ii) Civil Ceremonies – As discussed at TC/517
TC/520 To answer questions under Standing Order No. 24 – 
Councillor Coulson asked if the monitoring report for Dene Road had been concluded – as this was discussed sometime ago and appears to have gone of the edge of the cliff.  He also commented that this parking area is now heavily used.  He also expressed concerns regarding costs for maintenance.  Councillors Prest and Blevins were to undertake this exercise and had not feedback at present.  
Councillor Coulson, asked about the proposed Newsletter and members were informed that the cost of sending out the letter via the post or my other means was going to be very expensive.  It was therefore agreed with the Chairman that a summary version is placed in the local free paper and the full version is put on the website.
The Chairman informed members that NYCC would be reviewing parking in May and this may be an opportune time to look at this area further.  Councillor Hall, went on to discuss the wider implications of Bullamoor Road too also, he asserted that the issue was a hospital one, and it would perhaps be a good idea to talk to the hospital too.
Councillor Coulson – ActDivertz stated in the minutes that the Town Hall was too expensive for them - he believed that there should be a reduction for the hire of the hall for community groups such as this.  The Clerk was not aware there was an issue in this regard and would investigate further.
