TC/608 To receive Apologies for Absence – were received from Councillor Rigby (Work)

TC/609 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday, 20th September 2010 – the minutes were presented and questions invited.  It was pointed out that TC/596 Scott Handley was referred to as a Chartered Surveyor instead of that of a Structural Engineer.

Resolved:  The Minutes are accepted as an accurate record with the above amendment.

TC/610 To receive the Police Report – Sgt. Wilson presented his report and the crime stats for the month since figures for the last period to 18th October 2010.  He commented on the ‘Country watch Operation’, which took place throughout the Hambleton area on the 30th September, the operation involves officers and members of the local country watch group patrolling rural areas with the intention of reducing rural crime. Country watch are a group of volunteers who patrol in their own vehicles and when they see suspicious vehicles or persons they contact officers in the local area via police radios,  who then respond and check out the activity. On the evening in question in the Northallerton area it was very quiet with one vehicle being stopped believed to be poaching and 3 individuals checked out in the Osmotherley area. The main objective of the operation was achieved – there were no crime in the villages and rural areas of Northallerton. 

Crucial Crew - This year’s event has just been completed with local primary schools from the Hambleton and Richmondshire attending RAF Leeming to receive safety talks from a number of agencies.
 
The Mayor thanked Sgt Wilson for his presentation and asked members if they had any questions of the police. Councillor Blades asked where the recent spate of bike thefts had occurred, he was told they were unsecured from private driveways and houses. Councillor Hall queried the crime figures for last month and the comparative figures, Sgt Wilson stated the crime figures presented at the last meeting were for a two month period August and September 2010.

TC/611 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the recent Committee meetings.
a) Amenities Committee, 27th September 2010 - The Amenities Chairman presented the minutes to members and invited questions. Councillor Rigby raised the issue of dog fouling in the town. 
Resolved:  The item of dog fouling is added to the Agenda for the next meeting of the Amenities Committee.

Matters arising raised:

AC/477 – Councillor Hall referred to a paper regarding Winter Maintenance which indicated that NYCC would support Town and Parish Councils salting pathways and public areas, however the cost of the salt and manpower would be the responsibility of individual Town or Parish Councils.


Resolved:  Councillor Hall would send further information onto the Clerk for further 
action.

AC/479ii – Dene Road – Councillor Dobson asked if the disclaimer signage had been erected.  The Clerk informed members this had not yet been done.

TC/613 To receive correspondence as tabled, which the Mayor may wish to present to the Council and agree where applicable responses thereof.  The Mayor presented the tabled correspondence

TC/01/71/555 – NYCC ltr – Children’s Centres Steering Group – Members noted the letter and said they had no specific views.

TC/01/71/553 – Joint letter NHS North Yorkshire & York and South Tees Hospitals NHS Trust – Changes to the Management of Trauma & Orthopaedic/Acute Stroke Services Pathways between the Friarage Hospital and James Cook University Hospital.  Members noted the report and

Resolved: That a letter of support for the Friarage Hospital is sent commenting that the Town Council would not want to see any other services affected and that provision of transport is timely and available.

TC/01/71/549 - Insite Integrated Youth Support Hub – Councillors Hall and Blades declared an interest being NYCC councillors and said they would make no comment.  Councillor Harvey asked it the reduction of grant funding would mean the service it fully withdrawn.  Members were informed that it was believed the service would be reconfigured but school based.  Concerns were raised about young persons that are particularly excluded from schools and how they would be dealt with.

Resolved:  A letter is written to NYCC asking for more information and the implication of the cuts.

TC/01/71/545 Hambleton and Richmond Advocacy – Members were informed of an invitation to all councillors to their AGM, to be held 29th October 2010 at 10am at the Cottage Meeting Room, Methodist Church Hall, Northallerton.

TC/01/71/542 – Hambleton District Council – Lease relating to an additional piece of land at Bullamoor Park.



Resolved:  Refer to the next meeting of the Amenities Committee

A quotation had been received for supply of portable heating, which was in the region of £100 per week, plus £50 per gas bottle.  Member’s attention was drawn to the lack of heat in the building resulting from the replacement of the Heating system and informed it may be mid December before it will be operational.  Concerns were raised about the repercussions on hirers and staff.  Members recommended that a site survey is carried out for correct ventilation purposes.

Resolved:  Suitable portable heating is sought at a best value cost and carefully used and monitored.

Contract for Building Works relating to the Accessibility lift – Members were informed the contract had now been received and the time span for completion of works had been extended to the mid December.  The extension was due to manufacture and delivery time scales of the elevator.  The contract was based on the original contract price of £64,092 and indicated that payments would that of interim monthly payments. The contract also included additional contracted works of the supply and installation of the new heating system, painting and decorating.  Additional works not quoted for would be treated as amendments to the contract including the additional strengthening works required for the basement.  Additional works/modifications undertaken would be added or deducted at the interim payment stage or at other approved times throughout the duration of the contract period. Contract retention, is 2.5% of full contract figure with contracted adjustments as agreed to be retained for six months from date of practical completion. The liability period for defects is six months however the contractor has said he would rectify any defects should they occur outside this period. The Mayor asked members if they had any comments or had any questions.
Councillor Blades noted that it should have been signed sooner.

The Mayor stated that it should be signed and works should continue.
TC/614 To answer questions under Standing Order number 24. 
There were no public in attendance.

Councillor Forrest wished to discuss booking for the ‘Lions’ for the lower hall on Saturday 27th November, but a colleague had, had the booking refused.  The Clerk responded by explaining that Saturday the 27th follows Santa Night and the Parade of the Illuminated Address is to be held on the Sunday following.  Additionally there were security issues and paid overtime for setting up the rooms to be considered.
Councillor Forrest stated that he could not find the minutes that a caretaker is employed with core hours. The Clerk clarified that the council do not have a separate caretaker and that the maintenance operatives work a rota system covering some cleaning. Lettings undertaken by additional staff and are also based on a rota system which includes a small amount of cleaning too – this has been so since 2007.  Councillor Prest confirmed the arrangements and stated this has been previously been discussed a length.
