TC/549 To receive apologies for absence 
TC/550 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday, 22ND March 2010.  The minutes were presented and questions invited.

Resolved:  The minutes are accepted as an accurate record.

The Chairman went on to update members in regard to items within the minutes:

TC/543 – Members were informed that the questioned raised by Councillor Coulson regarding a declaration of interest relating to the Clerk and an appointed contractor was minuted on the 17th November 2008.  
TC/551 To receive the Police Report – Sgt Wilson presented the crime statistics to for period 30/4/2009 to 31/3/2010.

Theft and handling – a 11.61% reduction this year broken down as follows:– Handling of stolen goods – 40% reduction

Shoplifting – 3.68% reduction

TC/552 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the recent Committee Meetings:
i) Finance & General Purposes, held 12th April 2010 – the Chairman presented the minutes with exception of the private session which is to be presented in the private session of this meeting.  Members noted that the declaration of non pecuniary interest had been omitted from minute FGP/202 in respect of Councillors Forrest, as representative from the Lions, Councillor Blades, as representative for the Northallerton Carnival, Councillor Coulson, as representative of Chopsticks and Councillor Dobson as representative for Friends of Chernobyl.
Resolved:  The minutes are accepted as an accurate record with the inclusion of the amendment to minute FGP/202.

FGP/189 of the meeting held 1st March, members were reminded of the requirement to complete the pro forma for evaluating the Internal Audit effectiveness – three have been received from the councillors, the rest are yet to be received.

Resolved:  The clerk to summarise the pro forma with the comments from the Council.  

FGP/198 Members acknowledged the email from the Clerk dated 13/04/10 (reiterated in italics below) regarding the reason why apologies should be recorded:
· If a member fails throughout six consecutive months to attend any meetings of the council or of its committees or sub-committees of which he is a member, or of a joint committee, joint board or other body to which any of the council’s powers have been transferred or delegated, he ceases automatically to be a member of the council1 unless either he has a ‘statutory excuse’ or his failure is due to a reason approved by the council or he attended as a representative of the council at a meeting of any body of persons (such as a county association of local councils).  The period begins with the last meeting attended2.

· Membership of the armed forces in time of war is a statutory excuse and so in such service under the Crown in connections with a war or emergency as in the Secretary of State’s opinion entitles the members to relief1.

Apologies need not necessarily be conveyed in writing but reasons for absence know to the council should be minuted.  When a council is considering a reason for absence, some reasons or explanation must be known to it and this be approved by affirmative resolution at the earliest possible moment before the end of the six months.  If at that moment the council fails to consider the question, the office falls vacant without further ado, and the vacancy must be declared and filled in the proper manner.

There is nothing to prevent a local council from approving a reason for absence in advance.

· The names of members present at a meeting must be recorded and this record should form part of the minutes of each meeting.  It is unnecessary as a rule to record a late arrival, but it is very desirable to record briefly the grounds upon which apologies for absence are tendered in case they have to be approved to prevent a casual vacancy arising2.  If a member withdraws on grounds of interest, his withdrawal should be recorded.

That in light of the notification from the Clerk, explaining why absence should be recorded, the responsibility must lie with each member to make their own choice for apologies and give reasons or otherwise for non attendance at meetings. 
TC/553 To receive the Mayors statement and report of functions attended since the last meeting of the Town Council.

25th March - Homecoming Parade which was met with immense support from the local community
31st March – Applegarth School opened an orchard.

The Chairman also paid tribute to the Town Council grounds staff for the beautiful bedding within the town.  
TC/554 To receive correspondence as tabled, which the Mayor may wish to present to the Council and agree where applicable responses thereof.  The Chairman drew to attention of members the following items:
Email from HDC, dated 19/04/10 received today and not tabled – for members’ attention re the traffic order for the May Fair, road closure to be moved to 5:30 but order to show 5:00p.m. 

TC/10/01/61/450 – Quotation to repair the Mayoral Chain - Cost to repair enamelling would be in the region of £1100 – members thought this was very expensive and 

Resolved:  The valuation figure for the Chain is brought to the next meeting.
TC/10/01/61/433 North Yorkshire Fire and Rescue - Draft Integrated Risk Management plan – Councillor who wish to make a comment on this to go, please let the Clerk know by middle of May. 

TC/10/01/61/427 Review of Passenger Transport Services and Home School Transport – Members were asked for comment to be forwarded to the Clerk by end of May.
TC/10/01/61/425 Traffic Management Training for the ground staff – Councillor Blades in his capacity of Amenities Chairman, stated that it was imperative that all Grounds staff and supervisors are appropriately trained to work on the highway.  

Resolved:  The supervisors are trained in the first instance.

TC/10/01/61/443 – the Chairman proposed this item is discussed in the ‘Private Session’ of this meeting due to items of a personnel nature.
TC/555 To answer questions under Standing Order No. 24
Councillor Dobson asked why the quotation for reupholstering for the Batty Wrightson Chair had not been brought to the attention of the Council.  The Clerk responded that she was not aware of such a quotation or meeting or discussion where it had been resolved she obtain one. 
Councillor Dobson raised the notion that the Wake Room should not be used as an office, rather for small committee meetings and for the councillors to work in should they want to.  

Resolved:  The use of the Wake Room and the Batty Wrighson Chair are referred to the next meeting of the Town Hall Management Committee.
Councillor Coulson – raised the problem of parking for the Showmen’s Guild personnel and suggested the bonfire site could possibly be utilised.  
Resolved:  To be referred to the Amenities Committee and the Clerk write a letter to HDC asking how much the Showmen’s Guild is charged and why.
