TC/580 To receive apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Councillor Pullan 

TC/581 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday, 21st June 2010 - Councillor Coulson reiterated that he had declared an interest at the Annual Meeting in respect of the donation to Chopsticks and this had not been minuted.  Councillor Anderson confirmed that the hard copy had been amended, yet the electronic copy was not amended.  The Clerk apologised that the minutes distributed were not the amended copy.
TC573 – Councillor Coulson- said that he had spoken at length about the Northallerton Service Centre Transportation Strategy Consultation. Correspondence number 10/01/64/489 He stated that he did not want the taxi rank at the end of the Town Hall, for a number of reasons. Councillor Coulson also stated that he spoke against the bus station near the Church as the town would lose many parking spaces, but this was not minuted.  Councillor Anderson stated that minutes are not verbatim, the resolution is the summary of what was agreed.  

Resolved: The minutes were accepted as an accurate record (Two voted against)  

Councillor Hall stated that in relation to the Northallerton Service Centre Transportation Strategy document, he was able to inform members that due to financial constraints the project is likely to be removed from the County Council agenda at this time.

Sgt.  Wilson stated that the crime figures were up on last months, yet despite this they are lower than last year.  The good weather being a contributory a factor in the rise, additionally there has been a rise in shed burglaries. 
Members were informed of a new initiative to introduce Night Marshalls into the Night time activities on Friday and Saturday evenings in the town.  They will begin to patrol the town for a trial period of 11 weeks from the 23rd of July to give extra security.  The aim being crime prevention and making sure people have a safe and enjoyable evening.  Patrols will be completed by 4 Marshalls working in pairs from 10pm to 4pm.

Councillor Coulson questioned whether this would push the problems onto other streets and areas.  Sgt. Wilson stated that this would not be an issue as one pair will patrol the town centre whilst the rest will patrol other areas. 

Councillor Blades thanked Sgt. Wilson on behalf of the Carnival Committee.  He also asked about CCTV coverage alongside the marshalling patrols.  Sgt. Wilson said this would be a joint venture and the Marshalls will be carrying mobile cameras on their person.
Sgt. Wilson stated that part of the problem solving activities was to look at lighting within the town. 

Councillor Coulson queried the Yards Project and suggested more dialogue was required before it happens, as NCVF are promoting enhancement of the yards whilst the Police are saying close.
