TC/474 To receive apologies for absence – apologies were received from Councillors Pullan (parents evening) and Councillor Coulson (illness)
TC/475 Welcome – The chairman welcomed Councillor John Forrest to his first Town Council meeting following the elections on 6th October for the Central Ward vacancy.

TC/476 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Tuesday, 21st September 2009.  The minutes were presented and questions invited.  The following matters arising were discussed.
TC/465 Report from the fire brigade requesting closure of the car park for health and safety reasons had been sent.  A response had been received from Hambleton District Council (HDC), who had confirmed part closure and informed the fire brigade a charge would be made for loss of income, however, a grant towards fire display was given by HDC to counteract the charges for loss of income and charges to the Fire Brigade.

TC/477 To receive the Police Report – Sgt Wilson presented his report and informed members of the upcoming Games Festival event on the 31st October at Northallerton College – there have been 60 entrants so far, but it is anticipated there will be entrants in excess of 120.  The closing date for this event was the 20th October.  The prizes are vouchers from Chips and there will also be a raffle. 
There was a round of JAG meetings last month - the main issues were antisocial behaviour in Castle Close, speeding behind the main church, and litter and dog fouling in the alleyway near Applegarth School.  These problems will be looked at during the next three months. 
Crime Figures for the last 30 days are as follows:
Burglary from a dwelling: 10

Burglary/others: 4

Violence: 22

Theft: 38 (4 from the person, 6 shops 5 cycles 19 other)
Stolen motor vehicles: 3 

Auto crime: 8

Damage: 42 (28 vehicles, 9 buildings, 5 other) 

Drug offences: 3 

Members were also informed of the current graffiti problem in the town and as a result of a police investigation they have identified 20 offenders under the age of 17. The perpetrators have been interviewed and admitted to numerous offences.  As a result there are a number of dates where the culprits will be involved in reinstatement works at the Allertonshire School, the Mencap Centre and, there is talk of looking into doing some work on the library underpass. 
Sgt. Wilson was thanked by the Council for the work in rectifying the problem. 
Sgt. Wilson invited questions:

What area are the high violence figures?  The particular area of concern and violence is Elder Road, where it is linked to the night time economy.  They are looking at forming a problem solving group. 
Concerns were also raised by members that there have been quite a few cars parking in East View.  Sgt Wilson affirmed that this had been the case and that a spate of cars had been scratched there and at Crescent.
The meeting adjourned at 19:15 for public session and the chairman invited questions to the police from the public.

TC/478 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the recent Committee Meetings:

i) Town Hall Management, 28th September 2009 - Councillor Anderson presented the minutes and invited questions.  Deputy Mayor mentioned that there was a lot of discussion in private session.   No issues with the public session.

ii) Amenities Committee, 5th October 2009 – Councillor Blades presented the minutes and invited questions, the following matters were raised:
AC/420 – Add the word Hydro brake pipe in the first sentence.

AC/426 – The Playbuilder application grant had been submitted.  

AC/427 - Town Square enhancement plans had been forwarded to all councillors for comments, but none have been received.  The chairman stated that the plans forwarded were more of a footprint - taking in the 4 existing parking spaces, and not yet a plan where the benches etc will be. 

Members were also informed that there are plans to book the Town Hall for a public exhibition and consultation exercise dates to be determined by the steering committee group at their next meeting on the 5th November.  Members were asked for their support to the scheme.
Resolved:  Members unanimously agreed to support the Town Square Enhancement Scheme with the proviso of statutory consultation.

iii) Joint Burial Committee, 6th October 2009 – Councillor Blades presented the minutes and informed members the JBC were requesting a 2% increase in the precept across the board.  Councillor Anderson questioned whether this was the formal seeking of approval?  Members agreed unanimously that additional information on the figures, before making a decision. 

Resolved:  Members requested unanimously that additional information is required from the JBC and this item is referred to the December F&GP Committee Meeting.
iv) F&GP, 12th October 2009 – The chairman presented the minutes of the meeting.  Councillor Anderson updated members of the items under review by the Communications Group.  Members were informed it was anticipated that the new website was well on its way and hoped to go live at the end of October/mid November.  Any comments regarding the website should be made to Sue Fraser or Sally Ellis.  The chairman gave thanks to councillors Blevins and Pullan for their work on the previous website.
