TC/594 To receive apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Councillors Blevins (holiday), Blades (holiday), Prest (holiday) and Pullan (holiday),

TC/595 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday, 19th July 2010 - It was noted that Councillor Prest was present.  In relation to minute TC585, Councillor Hall left the meeting, as he felt he was compromised by his ties to the County Council, however he has subsequently noted that he didn’t actually need to have done that.  Councillor Coulson wished to raise something in the private session

Resolved: The minutes were accepted as an accurate record, with the amendment of Councillor Prest in attendance and the omission of the private session which will discussed in the private session of this meeting.

TC/596 To receive the Police Report – Members were informed that following the recent parking enforcement on the High Street, which had concentrated mainly the disk zone, 34 tickets were issued on the first day. The operation was to be repeated on several days within the calendar year.

Robbery – 1 last year to 4 this year – 300% increase

Violence – 155 – 148 4.2% reduction

Overall 642 offences last year compared to 624 this year – a reduction of 2.8% to date

All this information will go towards the full review in early October.

Members were informed that Northallerton Safer Neighbourhoods Team were the first in North Yorkshire to display posters in shop windows following the new legislation to allow information to be made public and to provide public reassurance. The publication of posters follows an ASBO for Raymond Macdonald, a prolific thief operating in the town and includes posters with a photograph of the person in question being displayed on ‘A’ boards and within shop windows preventing him from entering all shops on the High Street from the Romanby Road junction to the Quaker Lane junction and the North end of the town.

The Mayor thanked Sgt. Wilson and asked members and the public if they had questions relating to police activities within the town.

TC/597 – To receive a report from Scott Handley, appointed Chartered Surveyor for the NTC in relation to the accessibility works. Scott Handley had been invited to come to the meeting to answer questions relating to the proposed execution of the lift to the basement.  He explained that he was still awaiting the final proposals from the lift manufacture as these were required before he could finalise his calculations for the basement foundations.  Members were also told that some work had been undertaken in the basement already to minimise the risk of flooding following the floods in 2002 and at the time the Council were given a number of options to choose from, one of which was to completely waterproof the basement but at the time it was felt this was too costly. Scott Handley said that he could not discount that the basement may flood in the future, but the risk was low, however the design of the platform was such that it would take 200mil of water at floor level before reaching the lift shaft area.  Additionally the main electrics for the lift would be at mezzanine level.  In summary the wells have a discharge pipe running between them.  The use of the basement would be for the council to decide, but appropriate risk assessments would need to be carried out. Questions were invited of members.  It was further confirmed that the lift would be parked at ground floor level and not basement level.  No public access to basement and special override key.  Members discussed the comments and information presented in further detail and discussed the usage of the basement.

I) On receipt of final drawings call an extraordinary meeting of the Town Hall Management to make a decision on the appropriate action to move to the basement. II)  Request a written letter/report from Scott outlining his comments to the Council.

Councillor Hall, suggested that the council should do something and a phased approach.  Members acknowledged that at least 50% of the project money was being contributed from the Town Council and on this basis a smaller phased scheme should be considered. Councillor Coulson proposed a smaller scheme is drawn up, seconded by Councillor Harvey.

Resolved: The minutes are received.  Proposal for a smaller scheme is referred to 
the next meeting of the Amenities Committee for consideration.

iv) Joint Burial Committee, 10TH September 2010 - Councillor Anderson proposed the private session of the meeting is discussed in private session at the end of the meeting.
