TC/536 To receive apologies for absence:  Councillors J Blevins (holiday) and J Prest (holiday).

TC/537 To suspend Standing Orders to hold this meeting on 4th Monday: The Chairman advised Members that Standing Orders should be suspended to hold this meeting on the 4th Monday.  

Councillor Coulson asked if Standing Orders had been suspended to cancel the meeting on 15th March 2010.  He had concerns over the proceedings and also whether the Finance and General Purposes meeting which had been scheduled for this evening.  The Chairman informed him that the meeting of F & GP would be rescheduled when the Clerk returned from sick leave.  


RESOLVED: That Standing Orders are suspended to hold this meeting. 
TC/538 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting on Monday 15th  February 2010:  
Councillor Coulson asked why it is necessary to quote the reason why Members are absent from meetings.  The Chairman said that it is required by the YLCA.  

Councillor Anderson suggested that this matter is considered at the next F & GP meeting.

TC/539 To receive the Police Report:  Sgt Simon Wilson was welcomed to the meeting.  Details of crime figures were given to Members: Figures have gone up from 72 last month to 100 this month.  Increased by 28 – due to lighter nights, it is likely to go up during the summer months.

Sgt Wilson said that in connection with ActDivertz, the group continues to arrange diversionary activities in Northallerton and now has a page on Facebook with a website page attached to the NYP Website which is currently under development. This Friday there is a cinema visit.
In connection with the Elder Road Problem Solving Group, 130 questionnaires have been distributed, these responses are currently being collated and the Town Council will be consulted in due course.  

Following recent issue of Government Policy, North Yorkshire Police are looking at the feasibility of publishing convictions and photos of offenders on their websites but also through distribution of newsletters which will be distributed in areas where an offender has caused a particular problem to show the public and its victims about the effectiveness of the criminal justice system and improve public confidence.
The Chairman said that he had been informed that the Police are looking for Youth Justice projects and asked if the Town Council had any such projects, if these can be passed on.  He was assured by Sgt. Wilson that this would be welcomed.  

Councillor Coulson said that he had recently spoken to a member of public whose sister had been mugged and there had been a connection with one particular property in the town.  He asked if Sgt. Wilson had been aware of the problem and was informed that he was but that because the residents of that premises were 16 or under it is difficult to disclose information.
The Chairman said that he had spoken to a resident that evening and offered to visit.  Sgt. Wilson said that he would appreciate being informed of instances and information which Councillors are made aware of.
TC/540 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the recent Committee meetings:

i) Town Hall Management Committee held 22nd February 2010: Councillor Coulson said in respect of TC/197 he asked if any progress had been made in the matter.
RESOLVED: That the minutes are accepted.

ii) Finance and General Purposes Committee held 1st March 2010  -  The Chairman invited questions.  
a) The following matters arising were raised:  Councillor Anderson pointed out the omission of the word “Chairman” at the start of the second sentence in FGP/188 and the omission of the word “attention” in FGP/189.  FGP/195 v.i the word “recruitment” should be replaced with “requirement” and at item v.v in the last line, the word “respect” should be removed
b) Councillor Coulson said that he had been at the meeting. 
c) Honorary Citizen Ceremony – Councillor Coulson suggested either 26th or 27th April.  It was agreed that these dates would be checked in the calendar and Councillor Coulson informed of availability of the Town Hall.  Councillor Coulson asked about how many people he can invite and he was informed that there is no limit other than the Public Entertainment Licence.  He also said that it was his hope to invite past Clerk’s to the event.

RESOLVED: That the minutes are accepted.

iii) Northallerton and Romanby Joint Burial Committee held 2nd March     2010 -  Councillor Coulson presented the minutes of the Committee and said that the Committee had acknowledged that the Caretaker had undertaken an excellent job to keep the Cemetery clear from snow over the Christmas period when conditions had been extremely difficult.  In connection with the Service Level Agreement he said that the date of 1 April was not feasible as there are a lot of questions which are being raised by members.  Councillor Coulson and Councillor Mawer are to come back to Mrs Fraser with comments received from members and then the staff will be fully consulted.  Councillor Coulson commented that questions are being asked which are quite serious.  

In connection with the damaged gatepost, the insurance assessors had visited the site and tenders are being obtained, however the JBC are doing their best to ensure that the work will be sympathetic with the other gatepost and the matter is in hand.

RESOLVED: That the minutes are accepted.

iv) Extra Ordinary Amenities Committee held 8th March 2010 – Councillor               Blades presented the minutes and invited questions.

Councillor Forrest said that he had attended the meeting.  

Councillor Coulson said that he had seen a sign in Springwell Lane which said “Private Access – No Vehicles” and requested that the Committee look at this and that signage is an agenda item for the next meeting.

RESOLVED: That the minutes are accepted.

TC/541 To receive the Mayor’s Statement and report on functions attended since the last meeting of the Town Council
16th February -
Pancake Race on the Applegarth – the Chairman asked that a letter is sent to Lewis and Cooper to congratulate them for a successful event and to say that it was good publicity for the town.  This was agreed by Councillors.

      RESOLVED:  That a letter of thanks is sent to Lewis and Cooper.

2 March - Round Table – Fund Raising Charity Dinner at Aroma Restaurant  

4th March – 212 Romanby Road – Youth Base Centre
The Chairman said that he wished to apologise to Councillors for not receiving invitations to attend the Parade on Thursday at 11 a.m. He reminded Members that following the parade there will be a church service at All Saints Parish Church and then a reception at the Town Hall.  Specially invited guests include the Lord Lieutenant for North Yorkshire, army personnel, the Chairman of North Yorkshire County Council, the Chairman of Hambleton District Council, and the three other District Councillors for the town, Councillors Andrew, Brown and Wilkinson.

Councillor Coulson asked about the road closure and if the parking permits are rescinded as residents have been requested to remove their cars.

Councillor Hall said that at this time last year the Precept was 2.5% and this time it is 0.1%.  

TC/542 To receive correspondence as tabled, which the Mayor may wish to present to the Council and agree where applicable responses thereof:
10/01/59/408 – letter from Hambleton District Council in connection with Northallerton TIP – Applegarth – request for the Sub-Lease to be offered for one year.  

Councillor Coulson said that he wished to propose that HDC are asked to grant the lease for 3 years and this was seconded by Councillor Harvey who said the volunteers do a brilliant job and deserved the security of continuation of the facility.


RESOLVED: That HDC are asked to grant the lease for 3 years.
10/01/59/409 – Parish Council Survey from Richmondshire  - it was agreed that the survey is completed indicating that the Town Council already use the IT support function and there may be a demand for the Graphic Design function.


RESOLVED: That the Survey is completed and returned.

10/01/59/413 – Larger Councils Conference 22/23 April 2010 – the Clerk had indicated that this may be a valuable meeting for her to attend. Councillors considered the matter and said in view of the recent sickness absence of the Clerk due to a work accident it was felt that it would be better to wait for another conference.

10/01/59/415 – Letter from Michael Webster in connection with General Election Hustings.

Councillor Anderson declared a personal interest.

Councillor Coulson suggested that Mr Webster is offered the Town Hall free of charge as a facility for the electorate but that the Town Council are not involved in the event.


RESOLVED: That Mr Webster is offered the Town Hall free of charge.

10/01/59/418 – Letter from HDC in connection with Representatives on Outside Bodies, Environment Support Group – Members asked that a letter is sent to HDC saying that the ESG is dissolved.

10/01/59/419 – Letter from Mr Robinson in connection with replacement of trees in Thirsk Road.  It was agreed that this matter is referred to the next Amenities Committee meeting and that Mr Robinson is informed accordingly.

RESOLVED:  That the matter is referred to the next Amenites Committee meeting and Mr Robinson informed accordingly.

10/01/59/420 – Letter from Mr Hills in connection with the bad weather at the start of the year and other matters.  It was agreed that Mr Hills is informed that the Town Council did write to North Yorkshire County Council expressing concern about the paths in the town and informing him of their response.  

RESOLVED:  That Mr Hills is informed that the Town Council are not responsible for the paths in the town but did write to NYCC on the matter.

10/01/59/423 – Temporary Road Closure for Northallerton May Fair.  Councillor Coulson said that on Wednesday 28 April the Road Closure should be from 5.30 p.m. and not 4.30 p.m. as it causes considerable congestion to the town. 

RESOLVED: That HDC is informed that the Town Council suggest the closure should be from 5.30 p.m. on the Wednesday. 

10/01/59/424 – NYCC – notification relating to Traffic Regulation order re Parking and Loading Bays) (High Street Adjacent to Northallerton Town Hall) Order 2010.  Members raised this item and made the following comments:  

Councillor Coulson said that this means loosing four valuable car parking spaces and said that he did not accept this.  

Councillor Anderson said that she supports the town square development and that we are gaining so much more.

Councillor Dobson wished to support Councillor Coulson in his comments.

Councillor Blades said that on 19 October 2009 the full Council approved the town square development and approved the layout.

Councillor Coulson said that the development was approved “in principle” but since that time there has been more consultation and he wished to propose that the order is objected to on the grounds that it is losing 4 valuable car parking spaces in the centre of the town.

4 members were in favour of Councillor Coulson’s proposal and 3 were against with 1 abstention.


RESOLVED: That NYCC are informed accordingly. 
TC/542 - 10/01/59/424 above - This resolution has not been actioned, following the subsequent notification from the Clerk to members on her return from sick leave, that at the Town Council meeting held on 19th October 2009, Minute TC/478 clearly states the unanimous agreement to the inclusion of the 4 parking bays within the Market Square Scheme.  As the decision was made less than 6 months ago it cannot be reversed – Standing Order 36a refers.  
10/01/59/412 – Councillor Dobson expressed concern that the Northallerton Area Forum Committee meeting to be held on 24 March was taking place at the same time as a Rural Action Yorkshire meeting in connection with setting budgets for public agencies. 
TC/543 To answer questions under Standing Order 24
Councillor Harvey said that John Hyde was undertaking a walk of 250 miles along with two companions who need the loan of 2 sturdy backpacks for the walk.  Councillor Coulson said that he would endeavour to get some packpacks.  Councillor Dobson said that he would be able to acquire some if Councillor Coulson was unsuccessful.

Councillor Coulson said that he was very concerned about the safety of the steps leading into the Town Hall in view of the Clerk recently falling and having nearly fallen himself.  He asked that the installation of the lift is progressed and Councillor Hall said that he would see what could be done in this respect.

TC/544 To receive updates regarding ongoing projects

i) Amenities – Applegarth Park – Councillor Blades informed members that the date of 11 April has been selected for the first consultation exercise between 10 am and 2 pm.  In inclement weather it is hoped that the Applegarth School will be available.  Councillor Harvey said that she completely supported this initiative and Councillor Anderson asked how much involvement it requires from the Town Council.  Councillor Blades said that Councillors are welcome to come along.  Councillor Coulson said that he felt that the Town Council should be involved but not lead the project.  Councillor Blades said that there would be a press release in the papers inviting the public to come along on the day.
ii) Town Hall – Accessibility Study – The Chairman said as the Chair and Vice Chair of the Town Hall Management Committee and also the Clerk were not in attendance, he was not aware of any further information in connection with the Accessibility Study.

iii) Civil Ceremonies – 10th Field Squadron Parade – the Chairman said he welcomed all Councillors and partners to the event on Thursday 25th March.
