TC/663 – Apologies for absence were received from Councillor J Harvey (ill), D Blades (NYCC Mtg) and K Pullan (work commitments).

TC/664 – To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday 17th January 2011 – the minutes were presented and questions invited.



Resolved:
The minutes are received and adopted as an accurate record.
Councillor Blevins raised TC/657 and asked what is written down in Standing Orders regarding special powers of the Finance and General Purposes Committee.  Councillor Blevins was informed that all committees can be given delegated powers to make a decision.  The Mayor said that at the last meeting a discussion had taken place about these powers – this had been put before the F&GP but not discussed in full as personnel policies were being discussed.  At the next meeting of F&GP to be held 28 February, a paper will be put before the Committee in this regard, all Councillors will be invited to attend and contribute to the process.  This item will be in addition to the review of Standing Orders.
Councillor Coulson referred to TC/655, said Town Councillors had expressed their opinions about the proposals but felt that these had not been reflected in the letter sent to NYCC and proposed that a further letter is written to NYCC emphasising strongly the Town Council’s opposition to the plans for the Transportation Strategy for North End and the Taxi rank. Members were informed that the report was to be discussed at the Area Committee for Hambleton meeting on 6 March, but had now been deferred to the meeting on 6 June following similar concerns.

TC/665 – To receive the Police Report:  Apologies had been received from Sgt Wilson but a written report had been received in his absence.  The Mayor read through the report, which is appended herewith.  

TC/666 – To receive and adopt the Minutes of the recent Committee Meetings:

i) Amenities Committee, held 31 January 2011 – the Mayor presented the minutes and invited questions. AC/495 – Applegarth plans had been displayed in the Town Council notice board and work on the project has commenced today.  A question was raised about police involvement and the Clerk informed Members that an email has been received from PC John Trueman who has concerns about the lighting for the park and also suggested fencing off the whole area.  AC/494 – presentation by Ryan Crow had been referred to the events team at HDC which includes the Police, Highways and Licensing etc from Hambleton District Council.
The Mayor said that she had been in touch with the Blooming Together Group and the trees have been applied for. It was agreed that we can work together to find suitable sites for the trees.

Councillor Dobson asked about recommendations made by Yorkshire Audit to the Town Council in July 2010 and when they will be implemented. He had contacted the Council’s external auditors and asked for direction.  They had informed him that for the Council not to implement the Auditor’s recommendations would be breach of governance.  Councillor Dobson wished his comments to be minuted.  The Mayor commented that the said item is on the Agenda for the F&GP meeting to be held 28th February 2011. 
Councillor Forrest asked if Northallerton Town Council has identified any savings that can be made and suggested saving money by reducing the fleet to one vehicle.  The Chairman said that each of the Committees had been asked to look at the budget for the forthcoming year and to identify any savings.  
Councillor Coulson – raised specific personnel issues and was informed by the Mayor that it was not appropriate to discuss such items in open session.

Councillor Coulson asked a question about the Rotary Club being charged for their stall at the Santa Night and proposed a refund is sent.   Councillor Prest said that it was his understanding that somebody other than the Rotary Club had paid the amount in question.  Discussion ensued and the Santa Night arrangements are referred to the Amenities Committee for further discussion.
