TC/ 676 To receive apologies for absence – Apologies were received from Councillor Pullan(Work)
TC/ 677 To receive and adopt the Minutes of the Town Council Meeting held on Monday, 21st February 2011 – the minutes were presented and questions invited.

Councillor Coulson raised a question of accuracy, as his question under Standing Order No. 24 had not been minuted, however he was informed that it was an inappropriate personal comment and  not appropriate to be recorded.   

Resolved: The minutes were accepted as an accurate record.
TC/678 To receive the Police Report – Sgt Wilson presented his report as appended herewith.  
A query was raised re the announcement from the Chief Constable’s about cuts in funding and the effect there would be on front line police services in Northallerton. Sgt. Wilson stated there was to be a change to shift patterns so in reality there would be a positive effect with no decrease in front line services.
